We would like to welcome you to our office and take this opportunity to introduce you to our policies
regarding appointment scheduling throughout treatment. The following guidelines have been created to
insure that we are providing the best possible care to all of our patients in a fair and equal manner. Pleases
take a moment to become acquainted with these policies.

LONG APPOINTMENTS (30 minutes or more) are needed periodically during your treatment. More
specifically, long appointments are necessary during treatment start up, as treatment phases change, and
when a new stage of treatment is begun. These longer procedures are always scheduled in the morning
because we must leave our afternoons open for the more numerous short appointments. Also, these long
appointments can be tiring for both patient and doctor, and we have found that our lighter morning
schedule (8 AM to 1 PM) allows the doctor the time he needs to devote to the patient's questions and
CONCErns.

ROUTINE APPOINTMENTS are shorter appointments. Generally, they are every eight to ten weeks
while in braces, and every twelve to sixteen weeks while in retention. We schedule these to alternate
between after school or work hours and morning hours. We try to make these shorter appointments
coincide with your schedule, and may be able to set them for a time when you have lunch or a study hall.

EMERGENCY APPOINTMENTS are always scheduled in the morning so we can take advantage of
our lighter morning schedule to see the patient as quickly as possible. Please call the office a s soon as
something has broken or come loose (don't wait until you come into the office for your appointment). With
advance notice, there is a better chance the repair can be scheduled during a regular visit and we may be
able to save you an extra trip.

BROKEN APPOINTMENTS If an appointment cannot be kept for some reason, we require at least 48
hours notice (giving us a chance to schedule another patient). Failure to cancel within 48 hours is
considered a broken Appointment and at the third, and each successive “broken” appointment, a charge
will be made. Please keep in mind that the Doctor plans your appointment intervals very carefully to keep
you on track with your treatment plan. in the case of a broken or cancelled appointment with very short
notice, it is important for you to know that we will have to reschedule the new Appointment for the morning
hours because our afterncon fill up several weeks in advance.

Az a rule, positive orthodontic results can be achieved by informed and coopsrative patients. Thus the following information is routinely supplied
to all who consider orthodortic trestment. Whiles recognizing the benefits of heatthy testh and a pleasing amile, you should also be awars that
orthodontic treatment has limitations and potential risks. Thess risks oocur seldomly, but should be considered in making the decision to under-
go orthodontic treatment. Orthodontic treatment usually procssds as planned, howswver, like all arsas of the healing arts, results cannot bs guar-
anteed.

BEHEFITS

Cirthodontics plays an important role in improving owerall oral health, and in achieving balancs and hammony betwsen the testh and the face for
a beautiful, healthy smile. An attractive amile enhances ones self esteam, which may actually improve the quality of life itself. Propsdy aligned
tech are easier to brush, and thereby may decrease the tendency to decay, orto develop disease of the gum and supporting bons. Becauss of
the individual conditions present and the limitations of treatment mpossd by nature, each specific: bensfit may not be attainable for every
patient. The unknown factor in any orthodontic correction is the esponss of the patient to the orthodontic treatment.

HATURE AND FURPOSE OF THE FROCEDURES.

Cirthodontics strives to improve the bite by helping to direct the forsss placed on testh, thus protecting themn from trauma during ordinary enveny-
dany activities, such as chewing and grinding. Orthodortics distributes the chewing stress throughout the mouth to minimnize egwcessve stress on
bones, roots, gum tizsus and termporomandizular joints. Through orthodontic treatment, potential dental problermns may be eliminated, including
the problem of abnommal wear. Treatment can facilitate good oral hygisns to minimize decay and future pericdontal problems. Also, orthodontics
can provide a pleasant emile, which can enhancs one's self imags.

REKS

All farms of medical and dental treatrment, including orthodontics, have some risks and limitations. Forlunataly, in orthedontics complications are
nfraquant and when they do accur they are usually of minor consequanca. Mevarthalass, they should be considered when making the decizion
to undergo orthodontic treatment. The major risks imaolved in orthodontic treatment may includs:

1. Tooth decay, gum dissasze, and perrmanant markings (decalcification ) on the testh can occur f orthodaontic patisnts eat foods containing
excassive sugar and or do not brush their teeth frequently and propsrby. These same problems can cocur without arthodontic: trastrment,
bt the risk i greater to an individual wearing braces.

2. In=ome patients the length of the roots of the teeth may be shortened during orthodontic treastrment. Some patiants ae prons to this
happening, somes are not. Usually this doss not have significant consequences, but on coccasion it may become a threat to the longewvity
of the testh rwolwed.

3.  The health of the bone and gums which support the testh may be affected by orthodontic tooth movemeant if & condition already exists,
and in gome rare casss where a condition dossn't appear to exist. In gensml, orthodontic freatment lesssns the possibility of a tooth loss
or gum infection dus to misalignment of the testh or jays. Inflammation of the gums and loss of supporting bone can oocur if bactsnial
plaqus is not removed daiby with good oral lygiens,

4.  Testh may have atendency to change their positions after treatment. This i usually only a minor change and faithful wearing of retainers
shoukd reducs this tendency. Throughout life the bite can change adversely from various causes, such as: emuption of wisdom testh,
growth ancdior maturational changes, mouth breathing, playing of musical nstruments and other habits, all of which may bs out of the
control of the orthodontist.

Oiccasionalty problerms may coour in the jaw joints, .., temporomandibular joing (THJY), causing joint pain, headaches o ear problems.
These problems may oocur with or withowut orthedontic treatment. Any of the above noted syrmptoms should be prompdy reported to the
orthodortist.
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
